Here is a compilation of recommendations from the recipients for filling out the 2013 scholarship applications:

4+ Really think about how much Phi Chi Theta has impacted your life since joining. Your passion for the
organization will come through in your application and your personal story will help you stand out from
the rest of the applicants.

I would definitely say “start the application early.” It makes things way less stressful closer to the
deadline to know you have it done.

My advice on filling out the 2013 application is to keep in mind that your application should reflect
who you are, not what you think everyone expects to read. Individualize it and make it uniquely yours.

My advice to students applying for the 2013 Phi Chi Theta Scholarships would be to begin the process
well in advance of the deadline. The application includes a professor recommendation, a
recommendation from a Phi Chi Theta officer, your official transcript, and essay and additional
personal information. Since | asked for recommendations early on and began writing my essay with
time to spare, I didn’t have to rush to get my application turned in on time. Staying organized helped
me immensely.

I would definitely recommend applying for the Phi Chi Theta Scholarships. Although the application is
lengthy, it paid off for me.

My advice to future candidates would be to begin the application process early to convey your genuine
passion for Phi Chi Theta. By leaving yourself time to complete the essays and paperwork, you will
prevent mistakes and ensure that you are vocalizing your thoughts in a clear, organized and timely
matter. More importantly, do not hesitate to provide detail and supporting evidence as to how you have
contributed to Phi Chi Theta. Highlight your leadership positions, your strengths, and how the
organization affected the many different aspects of your life.

I encourage those applying to not be discouraged and give up and utilize the knowledge of those around
you as valuable resource.
